Hadeland, Norway. The Kjos farm is about 50 miles north of Oslo, Norway. The
“Okkarn” Kjos farm has been a family farm since the 1500 or earlier. The farm house
was built in the early 1700s and is still standing today (2010). It has been in the same
family for all those years. See the “Okkarn” Kjos Farm history
for more information.

Anne Nilsdatter Kjos married 1 time/gift 1 gang med Jens Iversen Egge (-1797)
from the the Egge farm at Eggelinna 198, 2760 Brandbu, Norway.
Gift/married 2 gang/second time with Mikkel Juelsen Egge (ca 1755-)
Mikkel took the place of Jens at the Egge farm.
Anne had 8 children/barn in two marriages/gift 2 ganger.
We also have extensive family trees of Anne’s siblings.

Anders’ father, Amund, was from the “Okkarn” Kjos farm., Bleiken, Hadeland. Anders lived close to the
Kjos farm (Hadelandlag has Anders listed as being born on Bleiken eiet at Ruen.) before his father moved
to Elvestuen, about a mile from the “Okkarn” Kjos farm. Ander’s parents died in America . Amund and all
the children exept Erik, came to America where they established a home in Glenwood Township,
Winneshiek County, lowa.

Anders assumed the name Amundsen. On November 2, 1846 he married Ingeborg Ruen, daughter of Jens
and Anne Ruen (Form 227). Ingeborg was born at Blegeneiet on Hadeland, close to the Kjos farm. The
Amundsen were parents of seven children, One (Joseph) who died at age six.

Anders and family immigrated in 1865.

Andrew homestead a farm north of Chandler, MN in 1883, then sold it and later bought the "home farm”
by Hadley, MN. When he died, he had 640 acres of land in all. Parts of the “home farm was in the family
until

2000 or so.

Anders died November 14, 1886, just a few weeks after the birth of his son Andrew who was baptized at
the father’s deathbed. The Pastor, Rev. Amlund asked Anders if he realized that his son was being
baptized, he answered that he did, and those were his last words. Anders died in Glennwood, Winneshiek,
lowa.

On Mar 20, 1891 Albert Amundsen moved to Lake Wilson, Minnesota and in October the same year,



Ingeborg and the rest of the children moved there also. They found the winter rather severe, and the
country undeveloped. The next spring they began farming and by hard work soon making a good living.
There were no roads where now are paved highways. At one time they had to use hay for fuel.

The little son Andrew proved to be the very picture of his father. Ingeborg often said he was a living
picture of Anders and she needed no other picture when she had Andrew. He was tall and handsome and
had dark curly hair. Andrew died as a young man of 26, and was greatly missed by the mother, brothers
and sisters. Ingeborg died in 1924 living in Minneapolis, Hennepin Co., Minnesota. Ingeborg is buried a at
Hadley Lutheran Cemetery, also sons Andrew, Albert (& Hannah), Joe (and wife & kids), and Clara
(Andrew Johnson) are at Hadley Lutheran Cemetery.

Her obituary says: ““ Ingeborg was a quiet unassuming women, more interested in the welfare of her
children than she was in more worldly affairs.”

Following information from Bette (Thompson) Minehart: “Ingeborg did not die in Minneapolis but in
Murray County, MN. She had been switching off living with Albert and Clara at that time. Also, they used
Elvestuen as their last name until they arrived in Minnesota, when it was changed to Amundsen.”

@sten Olsen Kjos (1785-1863) fra Kjos 33/1, alle deres etterkommere er i Amerika og
vi har deres slektstre/historie.
Leif has contributes many pages to this family tree. He has ancestry from Gulsjglien, same
farm where Marte Gulsjglien came from that married @sten Olsen Kjos and whose
descendants live in the United States.

Den 12 Juli, 2013 var det en lengre avis artikkel i lokalavisen “Hadeland”. Leif var da siste
gjenlevende mann fra Hadeland som var med i Milorg under krigen. Her er litt av historien Leif
fortalte til local avisen:



Leif var bare 17, og gikk pa Brandbu Middelskole da krigen bregt ut.

--Jeg hgrte pa halv atte-nyhetene, og gikk ut pa akeren til onkel Lars som makte veg til
mekkhauger. Det var bortimot en meter med sne. “Né er det krig i Norge”, sa jeg. “Din
foredemmede tulling. Se 4 komme deg til skolen”, var svaret. Men pipa fikk en annen lyd da
de store Junker flyvene kom like over Brannberget. Vi hadde aldri sett sa store fly og hert sant
brak far, sier han.

Sammen med en kamerat prgvde han & melde seg til tjeneste pa Bergslia, da
deptbataljonenen flyttet fra Helgelandsmoen og etablerte seg i Brandbu. “Kom dere hematt,
drittunger”, sa vakta og jaget oss. Vi var for unge minnes han.

Den 17. april kom tyskerne til Brandbu. --Jeg husker to tanks som kom nedover
Grinakerlinna, og soldatene. Far dgde i 1939 og mor og jeg var hjemme alene, for mine to
brgdre Eugen og Kaare var ute i krigen, forteller han.

-- De tyske soldatene okkuperte hotellet i Brandbu og gjorde det til sitt hovedkvarter.
Hotellfolket Haagensen evakuert til Blokhus, forteller han. Dit var ogsa flere fra Brandbu
remt. Dagen etter var det slag pa Blokhus, der hovedvegen gikk over til Toten. Folk matte
krabbe til kjellers, og hadde ikke Haagensen studert i Tyskland og kunnet spraket, kunne hele
forsamlingen ha blitt skutt, sier Hagen.

-- Jeg gikk pa Otto Treiders handelsskole i skolearet 1943-1944, og var i den arsklassen som
skulle skrives ut til tvungen arbeidstjeneste til Nord-Norge og til fronten. Men vi var heldige
at Max Manus sprengte Arbeidstjenestens arkiver for a hindre tvangsmobiliseringen. I det
arkivet var nok ogsa mitt navn, sier han.

Han husker en gang pa Treider det ble opplyst over hgytaleren at politiet skulle ha tak i
Ham. --Det hendte at illegale aviser ble stappet i lommene vare nar jakkene hang i gangen,
sa jeg kjente etter. Men det var ei mulkt for ikke & ha blendet godt nok, som var grunnen.
Broren min og svigerinna hadde lant hybelen min i Hegdehaugsveien mens jeg var hjemme i
helga, og hadde ikke lukket ei dar godt nok, sa ei lita stripe lyste. Jeg slapp mulkta pa grunn
av at jeg gikk pa skole, minnes han.

Han husker godt den dagen studentene ble arrestert i Oslo.-- Jeg og en skolekamerat gikk
pa Karl Johan, og sa bil pa bil med SS-folk omringe Universitetet. Vi kom sa langt som til
Freias utsalg nesten oppe ved Stortinget, da ble vi tatt og fert tilbake til Universitetet. Jeg
husker en foran meg som sa, “har du noe i lommen sa bli kvitt det”. Inne pd Universitetet var
det mye folk. Der satt vi og fikk bare hgre rykter. Utpa dagen kom det en beskjed i hgytaleren:
Alle som gikk pa Otto Treider skulle melde seg ute pa plassen. Vi durte ut og matte fram
bevis pa at vi gikk pa skolen. Med skjelvende hender fant jeg omsider ei kvittering for skole-
pengene. Med basked “Fly for faen, ellers skyter jeg dere i beinet”, flaug vi av garde. Jeg
satte vel rekord pa bade 100 meter og 200 meter da, sier han.

-- Det var takket veere kaptein Jacob Treider, og ei jente, fraken Olsen, jeg husker ikke
fornavnet at vi slapp. Hun hadde sett at vi ble tatt av tyskera og meldte fra til kontoret pa
Treider. Jacob Treider satte himmel og jord i bevegelse for a fa oss lgslatt. Kaptein Treider
ble senere arrestert, fart til Tyskland, og kom ikke tilbake, forteller Hagen.

Han opplevde ogsa flere skremmende hendelser: -- dette er ei historie jeg egentlig ikke
hadde tenkt skulle lekke ut. Jeg og to kamerater skulle feire 17. mai hos en som hadde hybel i
Sandvika. Vi gikk forbi undergrunnen ved Nationaltheatret, hadde ei veske med ei
akevittflaske, og var i godt humgr. Sa mgtte vi to frontkjempere, den ene hadde mistet beinet.
Den andre reiv opp revolver og sa at vi ikke skulle le av en invalid som hadde kjempet for



landet. Vi prevde a forklare at vi bare hadde ledd av en vits. Men han skreik og bar seg. Det
ble etter hvert en stor ring rundt oss, og han med revolver sa vi skulle pelle oss der ifra. Da vi
fortsatte, fikk vi stdende applaus av dem som hadde statt i ringen rundt oss.

De feiret 17. mai i Sandvika, og dagen etter stakk Leif fra skolen, gikk i dektning hos sin
onkel og tante i Larenskog i tre maneder, far han turte a reise hjem. Han fikk lant en sykkel-
toget turte han ikke at-og syklet hjem til Brandbu. Tre ganger pa vegen punkterte han, men
han kom hjem igjen pa en dag, husker han.

| Brandbu kom han i kontakt med Milorg. -- Vi hadde vapeninstruksjon pa Rassums-
skolen, hundre meter unna riksvegen der tyskera kjgrte frem og tilbake. Ogsa ovenfor
Eidsalm var det instruksjon, i maskingeveer. Og flere andre steder. At det var spredt pa
forskjellige steder, var for at vi ikke skulle kjenne hverandre for godt, s at vi ikke skulle
sprekke hvis vi ble tatt. Hvor vapene var gjemt fikk vi ikke vite.

-- Han er stolt av & ha veert med i Milorg, men vil presisere: -- Jeg gjorde aldri noen bragd.
Jeg gjorde bare det jeg fikk beskjed om. Som da han og en til fikk beskjed om & hente et
Brenngun maskingeveer pa Blokhus. Blokhus-kara var mellommenn mellom hjemmestyrkene
pa bygda og de som 13 pa skauen, og bar mat innover og vapen tilbake, forteller han. Jeg
husker vi diskuterte om vi skulle ga skogen ned igjen med maskingevaret, og valgte vegen.
Da kunne vi hgre bilene som kom, og gjemme oss. Men vi mgtte ingen, husker han.

De som vokste opp krigen, mistet mye av oppveksten, men Leif Hagen har ogsa ei
fortelling som viser at ungdom er ungdom: -- En matte jo levere radioen under krigen. Men
han Guttorm Egge pa Raassum hadde gjemt en i en hgykagge pa laven. En kveld tok de med
seg skjeteledning i en sekk og startet opp radioen for & hagre nyhetene fra London.-- “In the
Mood” var det forste vi herte. Glenn Millers orkester. Vi glemte nyheter og alt, og spilte sa
heyt at de harte oss vel til Alm og Svinning. Vi var sa sulteforet pa musikk. Glenn Miller,
ja, den glemmer jeg ikke, sier Leif med et smil.

Brandbu var et senter for tyskerne under krigen. | Brua hadde de som nevnt hovedkvarter
pa hotellet, og hadde okkupert flere andre hus og bygninger. Ogsa pa flere garder bodde det
tyske soldater. -- Og alle de brakkene som ble satt opp-i-Brua, Augedal, Daehlen og flere
steder. Til og med ride hall, forteller Leif.

Noe annet han husker godt er market. --Det var stummende markt. Ikke lys, ikke en bil.
Ikke ei utelampe. Kun manen og nordlyset, og det var det mye av under de grusomme kalde
vintrene da gradestokken gikk under 40 grader minus, sier han.

Frigjgringa var ei stor lette, sier Leif. -- 8 mai kunne de ta ut igjen og heise flagget. Men
situasjonen var fortsatt spent.-- Her var det fortsatt fullt av tyskere. De gikk jo vakt enna, og
dette skulle Milorg overta. Vi ble innkalt til samling ved Helgedalen, ble organisert i lag og
tropper og fikk utdelt vapen. Vi preveskaut, og det var sa som sa med ferdihetene hos
mange, minnes han. --Sa ble vi lastet opp pa lastebil og kjart til bygda dagen etter for a
innta stilling vi skulle ha. Dette gjorde vi far den tyske kommandanten i Brua var blitt
kontakted. Vakten i vakttarnet pa Dahlen ved Eggelinna sa at soldatene la seg i stilling oven-
for Dahlen, og varslet selvsagt commandant. Det ble en spent situasjon, men det ble
heldigvis lgst fort.

Ved siden av sambandstjeneste og vakthold, var ogsa Leif med pa a reise rundt og arrestere
nazister i bygda i tida som fulgte. Det var ikke noe koselig, minnes Leif, men det gikk rolig
for seg. De hadde papirene klare og ryggsekken pakket, husker han. A f& sveiset ssmmen
bygda igjen etter krigen gikk etter hvert. Naboer og gamle venner fant stort sett sammen
igjen.



Etter krigen gikk han Befalskolen, og var i brigade 472 og 472 noen ar etter. Det var
den farste og den andre Tysklandsbrigaden, men Leif ble i Norge. Han var ogsa omradesjef
I Heimevernet ei stund.
